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German offensive of 1918, and on to the
Armistice. Here Susan ably provides us with
an overview of each battlefield with maps,
photos and information on the memorials
and cemeteries. Superb, well-thought-
out supplementary chapters include
information on such units as railway troops,
forestry corps, tunnelling companies and
air services, and even how to research
Canadian soldiers. This is supremely well
written, easy to read, and very informative.
Whether you are a Canadian or someone
with a general interest in the Great War
then this book offers something extra and
is not only a good battlefield guide, but an
excellent history too. This is one which is
going straight on my bookshelf!
